2018 GOLD WING; 13,000 MILES
By Doug White

Double Wishbone front suspension is the chief reason Cindy, my wife, wanted to trade in our 2016 Wing for the new

2018 version. Onetest-r i de down Hal | Bl vd, “the street that r
new machine. While the suspension is absolutely amazing, the ride, handling, speed, and functionality of the new
Wing are without parall el and have made it Rider
Great stuff:

1. Bluetooth sound connections; no more cords to the helmet speakers
2. Apple Car Play - control your Apple phone from the bike
3. .Easy-to-see GPS map with 3-D view. See not-so-great offset to this

4. Electric windshield that adjusts on-the-fly while riding. This proved invaluable with hot weather; | got a bit more air
when needed. The windshield is smaller than the old Wing, but far more aerodynamic. Somehow Honda figured out
how to mount a windshield that guides the wind away from the rider without requiring a giant screen. Another rider
showed me his older Wing with a similar smaller windshield that was mounted away from the fairing and | got the
impression that Honda copied aspects of those dynamics. It works great!

5. Smaller front fairing so | can get my legs around it to the forward highway pegs (Rivco brand)

6. 6" gear that is actually like ADDING a gear to the old 5 speed box. Lower RPM. 7" gear on the " a
version is the SAME gearing as 6" on the manual-shift bike.

7. More torque! This thing takes off like a rocket!
8. Better handling. Better lean angle. Lighter weight with lower center of gravity. Feels like a sport bike.
9. Linked ABS brakes. These are amazing at stopping the bike and keeping it pointed straight ahead with no skidding.

10. Fewer but tndfarsver hit ml knea on thé Emergericy flasteet blittoreof the old Wing, or rather
with the kneepads i n my rdapprnga ™ ntwssi ng Waybwittkmagthe &
left-hand control. | had to learn the menu and how to drill down to find controls, but there are lots of options to
make the bike behave well and fit my needs.

3. Seat - | hear lots of complaints aboutthestoc k s eat . It ain’t bad. Cin
stock seat and did just fine. We ride about 130 miles and need a stop. At Wing Ding in Knoxville | got the seat
modified by Wing Soft. Nice! Cindy is much more comfortable as they adjusted her backrest to a more straight-up
position and raised her seat a tad-bit so her arms rest better on the armrests. My seat was made a bit longer and the
padding is nicer. We still like to stop about 130 miles but it is not my butt aching, | just need to stretch and move. |
was able to ride 13 hours in one day on the way home from Knoxville.

4. Helmet Holders - | miss the two trunk-hangers on the old Wing. The 2018 uses a single lock on the grab-rail and it
seemed impossible to hang two helmets. That lock is gone given the above hand-rail addition. We now use a gun-
lock tying the helmets to the handrail or the luggage rack (Honda option) mounted on the trunk.

5. Luggage - the slimmer look of the bike brought smaller side cases and trunk. | simply added a tank-bag and the
above-mentioned luggage rack. Now, all our gear fits as with the old Wing.

Vendors have yet to produce a plethora of products for the new 2018 Wing, but new ones show up each week. Larger
windshields, air wings, and seats are now provided by several after-market sources.




This new Gold Wing is awfully comfortable. Cruising at freeway speeds is easy, unless side-winds develop! Carving
mountain passes, passing slower vehicles, and negotiating parking lots is easier than the older model. Sportier and
smoother are descriptors fitting my first few mor
“ul ti mattoeu rsepro’'r tmay al so hel p d gl aew 20b8aNing féels tighterr, fasteg ande
more to-date with its traction-control, linked-ABS, and riding modes. One story to tell regarding the technology: |
was on the Hells Canyon Motorcycle Rally. The rides included an option to ride 24 miles from Imnaha to Hat Point
lookout tower on a gravel road with a 16% grade. | put the bike in RAIN MODE and started to climb to 7,000 feet

el evati on. The “TC” | ight came on many times as
“kcked”, veered, slipped, or jumped; i t ] us-modwas wet
made no sudden moves either accelerating or slowing. It was a great ride with views of mountain goats to
complement a stellar view of the Snake River. On the path down, the Honda never slipped as both wheels stayed tied
in a straight-line with linked-ABS. No wavering, no skidding, and no fear! Call me over-confident with the new
technology but the bike was silky smooth and handled the gravel better than any bike | have ridden including dual-
sports and trail bikes. This experience allowed me to venture down a road in the Ozarks with warnings that only 4x4
vehicles should venture down to the river. Larger rocks and diversion trenches made this road more challenging as |
qguestioned my choice knowing | had no rock guard or skid plate. Easing over these larger obstacles and choosing
circuitous angles in the road offered relief from worry. The TC & ABS technology made these slower paths workable
and | was rewarded with a beautiful river cool-off in a pristine mountain stream.

Cindy and | love not having to plug & unplug our helmets; the Bluetooth technology is long overdue. Using the Sena
for communication and tyeing thesetothe bi ke’ s radi o system and then i
convenience for us. Honda needs a software mod as Car Play shuts down whenever we stop for gas or a break and
will not restart without unplugging and then re-plugging the I-phone. Again, Honda reps at Wing Ding are promising
an upgrade will follow. At least it works!

Mileage with the new bike is better than the older model. | measured 47 mpg at last tank. | have calculated 53 mpg
often and one day | got 66 mpg cruising the Ozarks in 6™ gear while just cruising slowly and letting the downhills to
accelerate and the uphills to be serene enjoyment. Then, 34 mpg was seen heading down the Columbia Gorge with
STIFF winds, hard side-gusts, and a steady push to fight the breeze-battle. Yes, we go about 250 miles on a tank just
like the older model with one less gallon in the tank. Mileage is great!

Have | mentioned how smooth the bike rides? Yes? There is something rewarding in watching the small shock-ends
just below the gages going up and down to absorb the road while | ride smoothly in the saddle. Vibration is also
minimized and bike is able to rev with no perceived rise as the bike accelerates. This bike gets an award for
smoothness. Cindy can attest given her back problems: older model = 4 hours max riding; 2018 = 7 hours in the
saddle.
